Prologue: The Tree of Knowledge — The First Initiation

“And the Lord God planted a garden eastward in Eden, and there he put the man whom
he had formed. And out of the ground made the Lord God to grow every tree that is
pleasant to the sight, and good for food, the tree of life also in the midst of the garden,
and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.”— Genesis 2:8-9

“But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day
that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.”— Genesis 2:17

The Tree Is Not a Tree — It Is the Law

Most read this as a warning.
A test.

But what if it was never a test?

The Tree of Knowledge of Good and Evil
is not a single tree.

Chapter 1: The One Absolute — Beyond Being, Beyond Will,

“There is that which is not.

I. The Silence Before the First Vibration

“The Absolute is not God.

The Absolute is the silence before the first thought.”

Chapter 2: The Cosmos as the Living World-Brain —

This is not judgment.
It is awareness.

Ask yourself:

“On a scale from -5 to +5, where am | right now?”

It is a temporary focal point of the One Life.

We are not drops in the ocean.
We are the ocean —
thinking it is a drop.

And this, the Law of One declares —
is the final truth to be realized:

From One, know All.

All beings are temporary centers within the single Cosmic Life.

The ‘illusion of separateness” is a creative fiction.

Spiritual progress is the growing recognition that “l and the All are one.”




Il. The Divine Experiment: Why the lllusion Was Necessary

Why would the Absolute — perfect, whole, infinite —
choose to forget Itself?

I. The First Sphere: Not a Stage — A Foundation

“The First Sphere is not low.

It is foundational.

It is not unconscious,

it is pre-conscious.

It is the silence before the word,

the stillness before the pulse,

the ground upon which all else is built,
and yet, it does not know it is ground.”

When we speak of the “First Sphere,”
we do not speak of something primitive.
